Osaka is one of the most industrialized cities in Japan but experiencing economic decline.
During the postwar period of rapid economic growth of Japan, economic status of Osaka relatively
fell as central functions of economy were concentrated in Tokyo. In addition, global restructuring of
industries had damaged the economy of Osaka, which deeply depended on the manufacturing
industries. To rehabilitate its economy, Osaka metropolitan governments cooperated with business
circles of the city to undertake the big development projects and to hold multitude of events since
the early 1980s. The aim of the strategy was to boost the ‘tourist city’ image of Osaka, replete with
cultural heritages, public amenities, fun-filled amusement sites, business opportunities, lovely
people, and so on.

Such a method could be identified as correlating with the strategy of the Walt Disney Company
known as ‘imagineering’ (Archer 1997, Paul 2004). ‘Imagineering’ is a strategy that mingles reality
with the imagination and promotes a particular set of values and goals, in order to disguise
increase of socio-spatial injustice. Moreover, many neoliberal discourses justify neglecting or
policing people of the urban lower class (Smith 1996, 2002). In Osaka, homeless people and
squatters increased rapidly in the 1990s, and the metropolitan policies concerning them are
increasingly revanchist in character.

In this paper, | will show how was the inconsistency between the 'tourist city' strategy and other
urban realities such as homelessness caused, and how did revanchism emerge within this
situation. Firstly, | will outline the precedents and contexts from which the ‘tourist city’ emerges as
the main strategy of Osaka metropolitan government. Secondly, | will show the inconsistency
between the 'tourist city' strategy and homelessness in the city during the 1990’s. Thirdly, | will
show the transitions in policy vis-a-vis the people living outside in the city. Finally, | will show that
these revanchist policies towards homeless people have been widespread in recent years.
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“The Impact of Homeless Issues on the Mode of Urban Governance:
the Situations in Osaka and Hong Kong”
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Toshio MIZUUCHI
Professor of Osaka City University, Urban Research Plaza &
G.S. of Literature & Human Sciences

In the industrialized parts of East Asia, the problem of homelessness was not recognized as an
urban policy issue until as recently as the late 1990s.

In the case of Japan, it was only in 2002 that the country's first homelessness legislation, which
provided for measures to help homeless people get job and gain financial independence, was
passed. This resulted in a temporary law that would, at long last, and mainly in large cities, pave
the way for implementation of self-sufficiency support system and enable government authorities
to work with non-profit organizations (NPOs). However, actually, no new policies have been
developed since then and policymakers have been manipulating existing measures — mainly those
concerned with the provision of public assistance — revived and updated as appropriate, in
response to the demands and protests made by NPOs and other groups.

The situation in Hong Kong, meanwhile, is as follows. Around 1997, when the territory was
returned to Chinese rule, there began a gradual transfer of administrative responsibilities from the
city authorities to NGOs and other groups. Through this process, some of the local NGOs have
come to acquire substantial expertise in homeless assistance, in comparison with Japanese
NGOs. In addition, those organizations are empowered to make use of the various types of interim
housing facilities (transit housing) provided by the Home Affairs Department, the Housing Authority,
and the Social Welfare Department, while their activities are efficiently coordinated by the Social
Welfare Department through short-term action plans.

In both Japan and Hong Kong, however, most of the homeless measures currently in force are
limited to helping rough sleepers, and there is little recognition of the need for administrative efforts
to address the phenomenon of homelessness in its full complexity.

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“Redevelopment and the Displacement of the Working Class in Hong Kong”
[BEEICETABRARETERER>FBERE-L)

Hong Kong is experiencing a new wave of urban redevelopment. What is its impact on the
working class? Neil Smith argues that due to the presence of rent gap, inner cities are being
redeveloped, leading to the displacement of the working class by the more wealthy people, and so
the concept of gentrification. This paper argues that interesting though the gentrification thesis
may be, one should probe into the details of implementing these redevelopment projects. It is after
the untangling of these details that we will be in a better position to comprehend how the working
class is really displaced in the redevelopment process and to recognise the hurdle facing the
working class to struggle against gentrification. This paper proposes a new model in which the
mentality of development, together with its technique, the master plan, narrow the discussion of
redevelopment; the community group and NGO practices, due to professionalisation, further
restrict the possibility of activism; and the daily practices of the working class, including their
struggles against redevelopment, contribute to the final outcome of displacement. A case study of
the Seven Streets Redevelopment Project in Tsuen Wan new town is employed to illustrate the
details of these mechanisms and demonstrate the difficulty of generating spaces of hope for the
working class unless structural changes have been introduced.

This paper represents a broad and occasionally polemical meditation on the nature and
significance of creative cities. | seek to situate the concept of creative cities within the context of
the so-called new economy and to trace out the connections of these phenomena to recent shifts
in technologies, structures of production, labor markets, and the dynamics of locational
agglomeration. | try to show, in particular, how the structures of the new economy unleash
historically-specific forms of economic and cultural innovation in modern cities. The argument is
concerned passim with policy issues, and above all with the general possibilities and limitations
faced by policy makers in any attempt to build creative cities. The effects of globalization are
discussed, with special reference to the prospective emergence of a world-wide network of
creative cities bound together in relations of competition and cooperation. In the conclusion, |
pinpoint some of the darker dimensions -- both actual and potential -- of creative cities.
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“THE RESISTANCE OF THE DUAL CITY MODEL”
Edmond PRETECEILLE

Since the early 1990s, the dual city model, associated with the global city model, has become
conventional wisdom : decreasing middle classes, increasing high skilled and high paid executives
and professionals, increasing low paid service jobs, increasing segregation between the last two.
This widespread narrative is contradicted by many research results on cities like London and Paris,
but nevertheless maintains its appeal against strong evidence. The paper will propose some

hypotheses to explain such success and resistance, and discuss present trends of change to see
whether it might come true in the future.
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“The Theory of “Creative Cities” in Japan and the Issues Concerning Policy”
Masayuki SASAKI

The concept of the “creative city” is receiving much attention throughout the world as an urban
model for the 21st century, as well as being the ultimate objective of urban policies. According to
Charles Landry, for example, there are more than 100 cities around the world today that claim to
be “creative cities,” or at least uphold them as the goals of their policies. The number of such cities
is increasing throughout Europe, the U.S. and Asia at a staggering rate.

The global society of the 21st century is undergoing a major paradigm shift, “from the nation
state to the city” . The “century of the city” s starting. The cities attracting attention in this
process are not only the major urban centers known as “global cities” that monopolize global
functions in economics, politics and culture, and are standing on top of the global urban hierarchy
system. People are also taking an interest in “creative cities” that cultivate creative arts & culture
and foster an innovative economic base. The terrorist attack of 11th September provided an
opportunity to reconsider the trend of globalization based on market fundamentalism. As a result,
many people have taken a more critical view of global cities like New York and expressed a
preference for the alternative globalization based on mutual recognition of cultural and social
diversity. Many cities are now attempting to stimulate and encourage their citizens by promoting
creativity in arts & culture and encouraging innovation in various areas to revive their economies.

In Japan, also, the concepts of “creative cities” and “urban regeneration through the culture” are
generating increasing interest. A number of new initiatives are being taken to formulate new
policies and develop human resources for the revival of Japanese cities: In Kanazawa, business
leaders and citizens joined hands in 2001 to form the Kanazawa Creative City Council and
launched the movement to make Kanazawa into a creative city. In Yokohama, the “Creative City
Yokohama” plan was proposed by Mayor in April 2004 and full-scale initiatives for the realization of
an arts & culture oriented creative city began. Osaka, which is still in the throes of an economic
recession, has established the Graduate School for Creative City at Osaka City University as the
world’s first center for the study of creative cities. This report will focus on the theory of creative
cities from a global perspective and examine the characteristics of how the theory is typically being
received in Japan and Asia, and the various issues concerning the policies involved.
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“Globality, Sustainability and Creativity: World Cities Contest”
Mee Kam NG
Assoc. Professor at the Centre of Urban Planning and Environmental Management
The University of Hong Kong

The cultural turn of capitalism and the rise of the sustainable development paradigm have
added new challenges to cities competing for world city status. Global economic connections are
vital but local sustainability in terms of an ecologically diversified and healthy environment, a
strong and well-connected community together with a vibrant community-based economy is
equally, if not more, important. This paper further argues that only when sustainable development
is taken seriously would a place be able to develop soft infrastructure and build up capacity to
achieve creative endeavours. With the sustainability and creativity spin, this paper attempts to
revisit the world city paradigm and examines the “realities of world cities” in new light. Nine cities
are chosen for the contest: the four recognised world cities: New York, London, Paris and Tokyo;
followed by the Pacific Asian metropolises and aspiring world cities: Hong Kong, Sinagpore, Taipei,
Shanghai and Sydney.

Among the recent trends calling for the attention of urban scholars are the rapid urbanization
and institutional change in China. In the 1920s, Chicago was the place where European
immigrants found their “natural areas”, and this process giving birth to the model of the segregated
city, today Chinese cities are places to study the impact of ownership and claims on urbanism.
Quite surprisingly, Chinese urban scholars seem to agree that the urban problem today in Chinese
cities is that property rights are ambiguous, and their surprisingly unanimous policy
recommendation to solve urban problems in Chinese cities is to define property rights and let the
market mechanism decide the allocation of land. More surprisingly, and this is why what happens
in China should interest also urban scholars outside China, is that similar recommendations and
policies are also implemented elsewhere. In the United States, cities restrict the use rights of
citizens. In Helsinki, the new mode of planning -- contract planning -- makes partners to define
development rights. Defining property rights, use rights or development rights, the trend is the
same: defining rights. The paper will discuss the theoretical and ideological background of this
trend in urban development, and call for critical evaluation of it.

RECONSIDERING THE GLOBAL CITY FROM THE EUROPEAN PERSPECTIVE
Edmond PRETECEILLE

A major element in the discussion of global cities has been the idea that cities are exposed to
common processes of change by globalization, for which comparative analysis is a necessary tool.
Drawing on ten years of collective comparative research on major european cities, the paper will
present results which suggest a more complex and variegated dynamic of urban change, not only
regarding economic structures but also social inequalities, the intensity and forms of segregation,
the situation of immigrants. Against the purely market-lead vision of financial globalization, public
regulation and policies stand out as key elements explaining significant differences not only
betwen European and US cities but also between different types of Europeans cities.
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“The Future of the World Cities: Beyond Economic-Military Globalism”

Some of the trends now facing the world's "global cities" may have profound implications for
their future. Although the process of globalization itself is likely to continue unabated for some time
to come, despite changing trends - ensuring that "global cities" will not lose their identity and status
overnight - it is worth noting that the economic and military globalisms that swept across the world
in the late 20th through early 21st century now appear to have reached a crossroads.

During the final years of the 20th century, economic globalization gave birth to a small number of
cities equipped with the capabilities to serve as economic hubs, and strengthened the international
hierarchy of cities, with those "global cities" at its apex. Today, however, there is an ongoing trend
toward flattening of this hierarchy; that is, a growing number of cities are acquiring those same
functions.

Another recent development is that global cities have been revealed to be the “security holes” of
the global capitalist system, leading many to question the validity of the kind of military globalism
("Bushism") that emerged in response to the threats of terrorism and the "Clash of Civilizations."
This vulnerability has to be solved somehow. In The Cultures of Cities, Lewis Mumford pointed out
that global cities depend on global order, and the terrorist attacks of September 11 would appear
to have proven him right.

It now seems clear that the global city of the 21st century needs more than just economic center
capabilities to ensure its survival as such. What it needs, | would suggest, are cultural creativity
and pluralism as well as social and institutional capacities to accommodate diversity.
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“ The Cultural Landscape and Osaka:
The Creative Use of Historic Buildings and the Cultural Landscape”
Shinya HASHIZUME

First, the report introduces the concept generally referred to as “cultural landscape” as applied
to cities, and the research trends and studies in Japan. The possibility of active use of the cultural
landscape triggering implementation of cultural and creative urban policies is discussed, taking
Osaka as an example.

Of particular interest is the case of Osaka from the 1920s to the 1930s. Osaka expanded its city
area by incorporating neighboring cities and towns, and drew up a modern city plan. New trunk
road networks and high-speed railway networks took shape one after another. At the same time,
urban facilities were developed, which included a general museum, an electric science museum,
an international hotel and airport, a reconstruction of the main tower of Osaka Castle (which also
became a museum), and the central wholesale market. Becoming Asia’s largest industrial city with
a population of two-million, Osaka was known as “Great Osaka.”

Observers described Osaka, which achieved urbanization at a rapid pace and became an
overwhelming driving force of commerce and consumer culture, as “America in Japan” or “New
York in Japan.” In the suburbs, meanwhile, residential districts featuring health facilities and
electrification were developed and connected with their mother city via electric railways.

Urbanization in Osaka deserves recognition because great importance was placed on Osaka’s
identity as an Asian city, yet much was learned from leading examples in the West and
collaboration between citizens and private enterprises and the public works administration. The
vision expressed by the catchphrases “urban beauty” (the beauty of a city) and “city character”
(the personification of a city) are also very meaningful.

The images show the urban project in the time of Great Osaka, and the aims and ideals
regarded as the starting point of Osaka today are captured in these images. A brief explanation is
given for the Senba Architectural Festival, in which the presenter was involved as someone with
an interest in the value of the existing buildings and landscape from the time of Great Osaka. The
“Great Osaka Time Tunnel” is a unique digital archive of urban landscape information. The report
then shows the significance of looking at historic buildings and landscape as cultural assets, and

to a certain degree making practical use of them in the development of the cultural life of a city.
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“Cultural Creativity in a Global Metropolitan Region:
the Commercial-Critical Dynamic of Los Angeles”

Cultural creativity of urban places can be explained by reference to each city’s position within a
hierarchy of regional milieux. | shall outline a dialectic relationship between commercial culture
and critical culture. The Hollywood motion picture industry has been the primary locus of
commercial culture throughout the twentieth century, while the visual fine arts have been the
leading locus of critical culture. | shall pair artists from the commercial sphere with those from the
critical sphere. George Hurrell, the Hollywood photographer will be paired with the
Beat/countercultural artist Edward Keinholz. Julius Shulman, the commercial architectural
photographer, will be paired with Edward Ruscha, whose photographic work in the 1960s made a
decisive break with the aesthetics of the New York School of Abstract Expressionism. These
creative patterns only make sense in regional contexts. Cultural creativity is not a free-floating
phenomenon but one that is always attached to places, local, regional, and global.
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" Housing Markets and Housing Policies in France:
The Stakes of Decentralization "

This report discusses recent trends in French housing policies, whose focus is shifting from the
national to the local level. With this shift, which has been prompted by the recognition that most of
the major problems facing the country's housing sector are specific to particular districts and
neighborhoods, there has emerged a new challenge in housing policy-making and in the
management of local housing policies - namely, the question of how to deal with the country's
unique administrative divisions in implementing decentralized housing policies. | provide an
overview of how the French housing policies have emerged and caused the present crisis, and |
list some of the major challenges facing the country's housing policymakers. | conclude by
discussing some ongoing efforts toward decentralization of housing policies and suggesting the
conditions necessary for their success.
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“Towards a Sustainable City:
Housing Policies in the Face of Population Decline and Aging”
Yumi SATO

In 2006, the legal basis for Japan's housing policies changed from the Housing Construction
Planning Act, which was concerned primarily with facilitating the construction of houses, to the
Basic Act for Housing, which is focused on helping improve the quality of living. This move, which
came amid the increasing market-orientation and decentralization of the housing policies of the
Government - a trend that began in the 1990s - reflects the recent change in housing needs
associated with the aging of and decrease in the population.

The rise in the elderly population and the fall in the number of child-rearing families have also
necessitated a shift in the emphasis of housing policies themselves. In urban areas, for example,
housing policies now must take into account the growing importance in community-development of
such concerns as the maintenance and conversion of existing facilities and the revitalization of
communities.

This report focuses on the issues of Housing Policy by the changes of population and the
situation of residential area of "New Towns" in metropolitan suburbs — products of the housing
policies of the last century — and discusses from the viewpoint of Sustainable City, about a
housing policy of a prospective local government.
